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GPO’s operations are in accordance with the principles
of good corporate governance, are transparent and
accountable, and are primarily undertaken with the aim of
delivering benefit to the country. A source of pride for the
organization is the success of its rate of turnover, which is
growing annually, as well as its level of profit, with no less
than 35% being returned to the Ministry of Finance, thereby
adding to the country’s revenue.

In terms of future operations, GPO’s Board of Directors
is determined to advance our organization towards “GPO
4.0", this being a drive to enhance the organization via
technology, creativity and innovation in accordance with the
government policy “Thailand 4.0”. In order to be able to
achieve “GPO 4.0”, we are focused on the research and
development of new innovative products and on launching
these products into the country’s medicine system on a
continuous basis. Moreover, GPO works to consistently
improve its herbal and natural products in order that they
might attain the same properties as other drugs and health
products of a high level of efficacy; this is done in
accordance with the government’s policy on herbs. In
addition, GPO uses intelligent system and digital system
technology to enhance its production processes, marketing
processes and other work processes. This has been
accomplished in accordance with the concept of SMART
INDUSTRY, SMART OFFICE, SMART MARKETING and
SMART HUMAN RESOURCES (HR).

In addition to the above, many of GPQO’s projects are
being accelerated, allowing them to be successfully
completed more rapidly. These projects are as follows: the
project for the construction of an influenza/avian flu vaccine
manufacturing plant in accordance with the WHO-GMP
standard, the project for the construction of a new
pharmaceutical chemical manufacturing plant designed for
the production of chemicals, test kits, natural products and
active pharmaceutical ingredients, the project for the
construction of the Rangist Manufacturing Plant Phase 2
designed for the production of solutions, creams, ointments,
sterile products, tablets and other dosage forms, and the
project for the construction and development of awarehouse
and distribution system which will form a distribution center
for medicines and medical supplies which is modern,
provides a rapid service and meets with international
standards.
